· Denver has the largest city park system in the country with more than 200 parks within the city and 14,000 acres of parks in the nearby mountains, including spectacular Red Rocks Amphitheatre

· Other mountain parks include Echo Lake, at the base of the Mount Evans highway – the highest road in North America – and Buffalo Bill’s Grave on top of Lookout Mountain

· There are more than 850 miles of off-street, paved bike paths in Denver, 90 golf courses and one of the nation’s largest urban-trail systems

· The Denver Performing Arts Complex covers four square blocks and serves as the second largest in the country, with 10 venues seating more than 10,000 people for opera, symphony, ballet, Tony Award-winning theatre and touring Broadway shows
