DRAMATIC MOUNTAIN TOWNS AND SCENERY AN HOUR OR LESS  FROM DENVER 

GEORGETOWN (Approximately 45 miles west of Denver):

The historic Town of Georgetown was established in 1859 during the Pikes Peak Gold Rush. The 
town sits at an elevation of 8,530 feet and was a historic center of the mining industry in Colorado 
during the late 19th century.  Today, it offers visitor’s a step back in time.  The Georgetown Loop 
Railroad, an 1884 engineering marvel, includes tracks that scale an elevation of 640 feet over 
mountainous terrain, requiring trestles, cuts, fills, loops, and curves totaling 4.5 miles. Tours are 
available throughout the summer. 

IDAHO SPRINGS (Approximately 30 miles west of Denver):

One of the first mountain towns west of Denver on I-70. Adventures abound in this historic mountain 
settlement including mining and walking tours, museums, shopping, rafting, hiking, horseback riding

SUMMIT COUNTY (Approximately 65 miles west of Denver):  

 

 Known as “Colorado’s Playground”, Summit County is the perfect retreat for any outdoor enthusiast. 
Comprised of the communities of Keystone, Frisco, Arapahoe Basin, Breckenridge and Silverthorne, 
Summit County offers access to world-class skiing, biking, hiking, rafting, boating and fishing. Plus, 
beautiful Lake Dillon offers breathtaking scenery of the surrounding mountains.  

COLORADO SPRINGS (Approximately 70 miles south of Denver) 

PIKES PEAK:   

 

The most visited mountain in North America and the second most visited mountain in the world, Pikes 
Peak forms a stunning backdrop for Colorado Springs. It was said to inspire “America the Beautiful.”  
At an altitude of 14,110 feet above sea level, Pikes Peak is the 31st highest of Colorado’s 54 
fourteeners. It is the farthest east of the big peaks in the Rocky Mountain chain, which contributed to 
its early fame among explorers, pioneers and immigrants and made it the symbol of the 1859 Gold 
Rush to Colorado with the slogan, "Pikes Peak or Bust". 

GARDEN OF THE GODS:    

�

This 1,400 acre site is a National Natural Landmark, having been recognized by the Department of 
the Interior as "a nationally-significant natural area." It offers towering sandstone formations, a 
wonderful view of Pikes Peak, paved and unpaved hiking paths, the historic Rock Ledge Ranch 
Historic Site, a living history museum. It is a favorite of hikers, bikers and rock climbers. 



 
BOULDER (Approximately 30 miles northwest of Denver) 

CHAUTAUQUA PARK:    

 

The Colorado Chautauqua was started in 1898, and is the only Chautauqua west of the Mississippi 
River still continuing in unbroken operation since the heyday of the Chautauqua Movement in the 
1920s. It is one of the few such continuously operating Chautauquas remaining in the United States, 
and was designated a National Historic Landmark in 2006.  The Chautauqua is located on a large 
parcel of undeveloped land that is used by hikers and runners.  The area’s famed “Flatirons” are 
favored by mountain climbers.  Located around the Chautauqua are cabins that date back to the 
1800s and are still used by vacationers. 

PEARL STREET:   

 

Set in the heart of Boulder's original downtown, this open-air pedestrian mall offers more than just shopping. It 
hosts a diverse mix of restaurants, galleries, and bars along its four-block stretch. The tree-lined mall is filled with 
flowers, wooden benches and sculptures. At the center of it all is the county courthouse, a popular gathering 
place for street performers and entertainers. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 
FORT COLLINS (Approximately 60 miles north of Denver) 

OLD TOWN:  

 

Get a feel for settler life in this well-preserved downtown district of 23 historical buildings. You're likely to notice a 
strong resemblance to Disneyland's Main Street USA: we're proud to say that it is modeled after downtown Fort 
Collins.  Old Town is lined with nature, tourist, antique, retail, and candy and confectionary shops. 

NEW BELGIUM BREWERY:  

 

New Belgium Brewing Company is a regional brewery founded by husband-and-wife team Jeff Lebesch and Kim 
Jordan in 1991 and emphasizes eco-friendly practices. In fact, the brewery was the first in the nation to be 
powered by wind.  In 2004, it produced approximately 300,000 barrels of its various labels including Fat Tire, the 
company's flagship beer. The recipe originates from a co-founder's bicycle trip through Belgium from brewery to 
brewery. 

GOLDEN (Approximately 20 miles west of Denver) 

BUFFALO BILL’S GRAVESITE:    

 

Golden is home to the grave of William F. "Buffalo Bill" Cody, One of the most colorful figures of the Old West. By 
his request, Buffalo Bill was buried on Lookout Mountain in 1917, overlooking the Great Plains and the Rockies.    



 
 

MORRISON (Approximately 20 miles southwest of Denver) 

RED ROCKS AMPHITHEATRE :  

 

Nestled in the Foothills 15 miles west of Denver, sits the famed Red Rocks Amphitheatre. Red Rocks is a 
geologically formed, open-air Amphitheatre that is not duplicated anywhere in the world. The Amphitheatre 
consists of two, 300-foot monoliths that provide acoustic perfection for any performance. The area of Red Rocks 
has attracted the attention of musical performers since before the turn of the century. The majestic setting of the 
Amphitheatre, along with the panoramic view of Denver, makes for a breathtaking scene. 

THE FORT RESTAURANT:    

 

The Fort is just that, an adobe-and-timbers re-creation of the late Bent Fort that now hosts diners instead of 
soldiers. For some, The Fort is a worthy bastion of Colorado kitsch and early American food. This historic foothills 
establishment serves a stockyard full of beef, buffalo and other traditional Western cuisine.
